Dodge Ball Rules
I. Line Up – teams are made up of 7 players , they can be coed, all male or all female

II. The waiver must be completed by all players before they play their first game.
III. A match will consist of five 9 minute games, the winning team will be the team with the most players in the game when time expires.   1 point is awarded for each game won.  If there are the same number of players left on each team when time runs out then each team will be awarded a point.  A game can end before time runs out if all players from one team are knocked out of a game.  If to much time is spent between games the official can shorten the final game to keep on schedule.
IV. Seven balls will be used for each game.

V. We will have one official officiating each game.  If the official is constantly calling for players who have been knocked out of  the game to leave the court then that team will start the next game  a player short.

VI. All players will begin the match lined up at the end of their court.  The official will blow the whistle to start each game and will also blow the whistle when time expires.

VII. The ball is dead once it hits a player the floor, netting or a wall.  You can not knock a player out with a ricochet or with a ball that hits the players head.

VIII. A player is knocked out of a game when he or she is hit ball the ball (no ricochet), a thrown ball is caught by another player, the player uses the ball to block a shot but drops the ball in the process. A player steps on or over the center line.  A player can be thrown out by the official for unsportsmanlike like conduct, which may include but is not limited to swearing or threatening another player. Unsportsmanlike like conduct will result in ejection from one game on the first offense, one week on the second and expulsion from the league on the third offense.  Unsportsmanlike conduct directed towards the official may result in ejection from the game and/or league.

IX. A player who was previously knocked out may return if one of your teammates catches a ball thrown by the other team.

X. The top 4 teams will advance to a single elimination playoff.

XI. We may add or modify these rules as we see fit to enhance the enjoyment of the league by all teams.  Your suggestions and feedback are encouraged.
