Outdoor Kickball Rules  www.capitalcitysports.com
I want to stress the main objective is to hold a fun social event.
Team composition: Each team will be made up of 10 players plus subs with at least 3 of each gender.  You may start a game with as few as 7 players and at least 2 of each gender.

Rock Paper Scissors – the team captains will play “rock paper scissors” to determine which team starts in the field.

A Game will consist of 6 innings. A team will be retired after their third out or after they have scored 6 runs in innings 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5.  In the 6th inning there is no limit to the number of runs that can be scored.  Mercy Rule – if after the 5th inning one team is up by 8 or more runs the game is over.

A Completed Game - All Games will consist of 6 innings or 50 minutes, whichever comes first.  Regular Season Games can end in ties. A Regular Season Game is considered official if it remains tied after 4 full innings of play, or until the team behind in score has had their chance to kick in the 4th inning.  Games that fail to meet the above criteria will be completed at a later date with the score reverting to what it was at the end of the last complete inning.   

RAIN - Games will not be postponed due to rain unless the fields are closed or deemed unplayable by the Referee or Recreation Department. If lightning is visible, Games will be immediately postponed, and all players must clear the field.  We will make every attempt to make a decision by 4:30 PM as to any cancellations due to weather.  A recorded message will be left on our rain line number.  If sever weather strikes after 4:30 PM the referee will make the decision about continuing league play or canceling play.  We will try to update the rain line message ASAP.  Please call the rain line before driving to the game.

Forfeited games shall have the final score recorded as 5-0.
Between innings the pitcher may role the ball towards the plate a maximum of 5 times to warm up.

Batting Order – batting orders must be boy, girl.  If you only have 2 women (when playing with less than 10) and both your women are on base you may have a male player run for her by taking the base she occupied.  Your women may bat more than once in the same inning and before all your male players have batted.  All players including subs are part of your betting order and will bat even if they did not play the field that inning.  For example if you have 12 players show for a game all 12 players must be part of the batting order.   Bunting - bunting is permitted.
Balls & Strikes
If the ball is bouncing when it reaches the plate the kicker may step aside and allow the ball to pass. If however the kicker try's to kick the ball then of course the play goes on. The kicker will receive a maximum of 5 kicks to hit the ball in fair play. If they fail to get a kick in play after the fifth pitch they will be out. A pitch that bounces over the plate does not count as one of the 5 pitches.

Fielding No fielder other than the catcher may be closer to the kicker than the pitcher, before the ball is kicked. Once the ball is kicked then any fielder may run towards the plate. We don't want players to try to block the kick, like in a blocked punt scenario.  We will use the infield fly rule.  OVERTHROWS:  An Overthrow is considered any attempt at a base or Baserunner that misses its intended target and goes into foul territory.

Dead Ball a ball that is returned the pitcher, will result is a dead ball, base runners who have started running to he next base may be awarded that base but must stop there.

Outs: There are four ways to get an out.

1. Throw the runner out or step on the plate before the runner arrives on a force out. The baseman must have the ball under control before the runner reaches the base or the runner is safe. You may throw the ball at the runner but you must hit the runner below the neck before they reach the base. If any part of the ball that hits the neck or head, the player will be safe and allowed to proceed to the base but no further. The ball would be ruled dead and no other base runners would be permitted to advance either. 

2. A ball caught on the fly would is an out, and any base runners that did not tag up after the ball was caught can also be thrown out either by throwing the ball at the runner or to that baseman. 

3. A runner that is hit by a teammates kicked ball is out even if they are still on base. Runners must stay out of the way of any kicked ball and must not interfere with any fielders play on the ball. If a base runner collides with the fielder or blocks their path to play the ball they will also be out. If a base runner runs outside the base path to avoid a tag or thrown ball.  If a base runner is not on the base when the ball is kicked.

4. The batter fails to kick the ball in play on their 5th attempt.

Steals: You may not steal a base. You may only leave the base after the ball has been kicked.  

More rules may be added prior to our playoff.
